We are thankful to have you worshiping with us this morning.

Many centuries ago, God called a man named Abram to leave his home, his country, and
his family, promising to bless both him and all the families of the earth through him. That
covenant promise has been fulfilled in the person and work of Jesus Christ, the descendant
of Abram, who forgives sins through His death and resurrection, and is in the process of
restoring the divisions of the human race, rrestoring men and women to the glory for which
they were made.

While the first half of the Church Calendar celebrates the life of Christ (Ad-
vent, Christmas, Epiphany, Lent, Easter), the second half of the Church Calendar remembers
and rejoices in the growth of the Kingdom in this world, the lives of faithful saints through-
out Church history, and the promises of the gospel for the world through the Spirit. We
celebrate this season with the color of green (symbolizing this growth and fruitfulness).
